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Student Exchange Agreement
Between

Unlversidad Católica de Santiago de Guayaquil, Ecuador



This Agreement is between the…………………, legally represented by its Principal, ……………………….; and  Universidad   Católica  de Santiago de Guayaquil (UCSG), legally represented by its President, Ing. Walter Mera Ortiz, PhD.

………………  and  UCSG  recognize  the  mutual  interest  of  cooperation  activities  between  both institutions. They will both encourage cooperation activities as described below and will raise greater awareness of each other's academic systems. The cooperation agreement covers activities in the field of education as well as in the field of research. The cooperation aims at a continuous innovation of the process, nature and content of the education and services ……………..  The cooperation also aims at, through mutual exchange of students and staff,   enhancing   the   knowledge   of each   other   and   each   other's   attainments.   The cooperation may result in joint education modules, courses and trainings, as well as mutual use of particular infrastructure.  Both parties express their willingness to remove obstacles obstructing the realization of the objectives.

The agreement   formally establishes   a reciprocal   Student Exchange Program for the educational and cultural enrichment of both universities under the following terms:


1. Duration
Each institution agrees to exchange individual students for a semester on a one-for­one basis.  Duration of initial agreement: 3 Years (Academic session 2018/2019 - 2019/2020)


2. Balance in Student Numbers
During the term of this Agreement, each university may send up to two students for one semester to be enrolled at the partner University.   The number  of students to be  exchanged  may  be  modified  by mutual  agreement  on a year  by  year  basis. Parity  in  the  number  of  exchange   students  is  required  over  the  term  of  this agreement.  However, allowance can be made for small imbalances on an annual basis.


3. Tuition Costs
Students participating in this programme shall be exempt from paying the host institution any tuition and regular academic fees which normally apply to all students. Students shall pay whatever fees are required of them by their home institution in order to participate in the programme, as well as any special fees that may apply to them at the host institution.   The host institution must provide information regarding such special fees in advance.


4. Other Expenses
Under the terms of this agreement each institution shall make reasonable effort to assist participating students to find suitable housing.  The payment of such housing together with the payment for all travel, medical insurance, medical costs not covered by insurance, food, subsistence costs, books and other educational materials, shall be the responsibility of the individual students participating in the program.    Neither home nor host university shall be held liable for any such charges.   Students selected shall satisfy the home university that they have adequate funds to cover their travel to and from the host university and for their accommodation and subsistence during the period of their exchange. Students must also provide any financial documentation required by the host university for visa application purposes.  Obtaining and maintaining appropriate visa status is the responsibility of the student, however the host institution will provide documentation, guidance and advice as necessary.


5. Eligibility
Participating students will be selected, in the first instance, by their home institution, with due acknowledgement of appropriate eligibility and capability of the student candidates selected to be able to successfully meet academic aspirations of the host.


6. Selection
Under the terms of this agreement, participating students are required to meet the admission requirements of the host university. The universities will make every effort to forward applications for exchange at least four months before the start of the academic term. Each university reserves the right to reject candidates in which case further candidates may be proposed. The exact program of study will be determined by the student with the approval of academic advisers at both the home and host institutions.


7. Academic Status
All  students  will  remain  enrolled  as  regular  degree  candidates  at  the  home institution and will not be enrolled as candidates for degrees at the host institution. Credits toward the students' degrees are to be awarded by the home institution. Students are expected to maintain the equivalent of a full-time course load at the host institution. Nominally all exchanges will be at P/G level.


8. Evaluation
The co-operating institutions will provide each other with adequate information on the performance of participating students, including an academic transcript (or its equivalent) as soon as practicable following the student's completion of the exchange.

9. Rights and Responsibilities
Students participating under the terms of this agreement shall be subject to the rules, regulations, and codes of conduct of the host institution.  The host institution shall have the right to terminate the exchange with respect to any student who violates the host university's policies or rules.  Exchange students will have the rights and privileges enjoyed by regular students on the host campus.

10. Orientation
Students participating under the terms of this exchange agreement shall be entitled to   participate   in any   introductory   courses   or   orientation   sessions   that   may customarily be arranged for new international students at the host institution.


11. Commitment to Equal Opportunity
Both universities subscribe to the principle of equal opportunity and do not discriminate on the basis of race, sex, sexual orientation, age, ethnicity, family or marital status, religion or national origin.

13. Modification
This agreement may be modified at any time in a written communication signed by both parties.

14. Term of Contract
This agreement shall be in effect from Academic Session 2014/2015 until Academic Session 2019/2020 but may be terminated by either party with at least six months’ notice.   However, any students who have commenced their exchange experience at either university at the date of termination may complete their courses of study.   If an imbalance exists in the number of students exchanged, the deficit institution is obliged to accept students until the imbalance is redressed, or until the sending institution releases the receiving institution from its obligation to accept any further students.


15. Agreement Follow-up
“Vicerrectorado de Vinculación” of the Universidad Católica de Santiago de Guayaquil” must follow up on this agreement in all matters related with its execution and improvements so as to comply with all compromises, obligations and rights of the university, thus each academic unit must submit a copy of the agreement.  The CVCME will therefore have the right and attribution to demand to the correspondent person, for the reports that they consider necessary for the correct compliance of its supervision and follow up activities.


16. Signatures
This agreement constitutes the entire agreement between the parties.  There are no understandings, agreements, or representations, oral or written, not specified herein regarding this agreement.  No amendments, consent, or waiver of terms of this agreement shall bind either party unless in writing and signed by all parties.  Any such amendment, consent, or waiver shall be effective only in the specific instance and for the specific purpose given.  UCSG and …………….., by the signatures of their authorized representatives below, acknowledge having read and understood the agreement and agree to be bound by its terms and conditions.
